Abstract: Through the quantitative and qualitative analysis of the use of high-frequency verbs

in the Chinese English argumentation essays, this study finds that there are obvious verb bias in the

Chinese English argumentative essays, and analyzes the reasons of language use strategies and

language learners' psychology. The research results are of great significance for guiding the

teaching of college English writing and improving students' language level. With the continuous

enhancement of China's comprehensive national strength, the influence of English in the

international community is increasing, and English learning has become one of the important

contents of college students' learning. However, Chinese students have obvious verb bias in English

writing, mainly manifested in the following three aspects: (1) low frequency of use, excessive

generalization; (2) inappropriate or repeated use; (3) insufficient amount of words. The above
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problems are clearly reflected in college students' English writing. Therefore, this study will start
with the use of high-frequency verbs in college students' English argumentation, and explore the
causes through a combination of quantitative and qualitative analysis. Based on WordNet, the
corpus retrieval technology is used to investigate and analyze the use of high-frequency verbs in
college students. The results show that there are obvious verb bias in college students'
argumentative essays, among which overgeneralization, reuse and excessive use of verbs are
common problems for students. This paper analyzes the reasons for this phenomenon from the
aspects of language use strategy and learners' psychology, and puts forward corresponding
countermeasures and suggestions, in order to provide reference for college English teaching in
China.
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
